A new candidate gets one of his first impressions of the
Scottish Rite as he watches the degrees. Almost universally
we hear praise for the dedicated brethren who perform the
parts and present our fraternity in such a positive light. What
the candidate may not notice (and the rest of us for that
matter) is the way the room is set up, how the props are in
their appropriate places, how the curtain rises, how the lights
come on when they are supposed to and all the other little
things that make the ceremony work well. Yet these things
are as important to good degree work as the performing of
the parts. As in other valleys, St. Joseph has a hard working
stage crew which makes each degree come to life and run
like clockwork, sometimes without enough recognition.
Working with radios, the stage crew members monitor each
degree and keep it running smoothly.
